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By the time students start vis-
iting campuses, they’re usually 
thinking about majors, dorm 
rooms and whether the food is 
edible. Those are fair questions. 
But at a Christian college, the 
conversation tends to go deeper. 
You’re not just asking, “What 
will I study?” You’re asking, 
“Who am I becoming?” 

As organizers of the Midwest 
Christian College Expo, we’ve 
works with students exploring 
Christian higher education for 38 
years. Amazingly, some have 
returned years with their own 
high schoolers. It gives me goose-
bumps. In these past decades I’ve 
noticed four themes that come 
up again and again. They aren’t 
marketing slogans. They’re lived 
realities on campuses where faith 
and learning share the same air. 
Realities that the colleges in this 
guide share. 

1. Faith and Learning Belong 
Together 

At a Christian college, faith 
isn’t tucked away in a chapel 
service once a week. It’s woven 

into the classroom. 
A biology professor may open 

a lecture with prayer. A business 
ethics discussion might reference 
Micah 6:8 — “What does the 
Lord require of you? To act justly 
and to love mercy and to walk 
humbly with your God.” 
Literature classes wrestle honestly 
with doubt and suffering. 
Psychology courses explore both 
clinical research and the biblical 
view of the human person. 

That doesn’t mean every class 
is a Bible study. It means profes-
sors believe truth is unified — 
that the God who created the 
world is also the author of 
Scripture. Students don’t have to 
compartmentalize their faith 
from their academics. They’re 
invited to ask hard questions. 
Sometimes uncomfortable ones. 

And that integration forms a 
habit of mind. You learn to see 
your future profession not just as 

a paycheck, but as a calling. 
2. A Community That 

Knows Your Name 
Large universities can be ener-

gizing. But they can also be lone-
ly. Christian colleges tend to be 
smaller, more relational, and 
intentionally so. 

Hebrews 10:24–25 urges 
believers to “consider how we 
may spur one another on toward 
love and good deeds… not giving 
up meeting together.” On a 
Christian campus, that happens 
in dorm hallways, over late-night 
coffee, in small groups and 
chapel services. 

Faculty often serve as men-
tors, not just instructors. They 
pray with students. They ask 
about your family. They notice 
when you’ve had a hard week. It’s 
not perfect — no community is 
— but there’s a shared language 
of grace and accountability. 

Students tell me years later 
that what shaped them most was-
n’t a particular class, but the 
friendships formed during four 

After several turbulent cycles 
marked by delays and technical 
glitches, the 2026-27 Free 
Application for Federal Student 
Aid (FAFSA) has arrived with 
something families have been 
craving: stability. 

The U.S. Department of 
Education updated the 50-year-
old system and returned to a 
more predictable rollout this 
year, using a beta-testing period 
before the form became widely 
available. The goal was simple - 
find the bugs early and avoid the 
chaos that frustrated students 
and financial aid offices in the 
past. 

For most families, the form 
looks familiar. But beneath the 
surface, several changes could 
affect eligibility, particularly for 
need-based aid such as the Pell 
Grant. 

Here's what students and par-
ents should know. 

 
Key Changes to the 2026-27 
FAFSA 

While the structure of the 
FAFSA remains streamlined 
under the Student Aid Index 
(SAI) system introduced previ-
ously, several adjustments matter: 

n Earlier, phased release. A 

national beta test 
preceded the full 
opening of the 
form, reducing 
technical slow-
downs and process-
ing backlogs. 

n Faster account 
verification. New 
StudentAid.gov 
accounts can now 
be verified almost 
immediately 
through Social 
Security 
Administration 
matching, eliminat-
ing the multi-day 
wait some families 
experienced before. 

n Simplified 
contributor process. Students 
need only a contributor's email 
address to invite a parent or 
other required contributor to 
complete their portion. 

n Asset calculation updates. 
Beginning with 2026-27: 

• A family-owned business 
with 100 or fewer full-time (or 
equivalent) employees is exclud-
ed from asset calculations. 

• A farm on which the family 
resides is excluded. 

• Certain family-owned com-

mercial fishing businesses are 
excluded. 

For families who own small 
businesses or farms, this change 
may significantly lower their 
reported assets - and potentially 
increase aid eligibility. 

 
Pell Grant Adjustments 

Pell Grant eligibility also 
includes two noteworthy shifts: 

n Foreign earned income 
exclusion counts differently. For 
families claiming the foreign 
earned income exclusion, that 

excluded income is added back 
when determining Pell eligibility. 

n New SAI eligibility thresh-
old. Students with a Student Aid 
Index equal to or greater than 
twice the maximum Pell Grant 
are ineligible for Pell funding 
(with limited exceptions). For 
2026-27, that threshold is 
$14,790. 

For students on the margin of 
eligibility, these changes could 
make the difference between 
receiving a grant or not.

FAFSA 2026–27 Brings Stability, Subtle

n A redesigned contributor 
invitation system.

The aim is continued simplifi-
cation - though families who 
experienced recent disruptions 
may take a "wait and see" 
approach.

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undergraduate experience. That 
may not show up in a ranking 
formula - but it shows up in 
interviews, recommendations 
and long-term career mobility. 

The question isn't simply, 
"What does it cost?" 

It's, "What am I getting for that 
investment?" 

 Not All Christian 
Campuses Are Small 

There's a persistent stereotype 
that Christian colleges are tiny, 
insular enclaves. 

Some are intimate by design. 
Others are large, nationally rec-
ognized universities with expan-
sive campuses, Division I athlet-
ics, research initiatives and 
enrollments in the thousands - 
sometimes tens of thousands 
when graduate and online pro-
grams are included. 

Size alone doesn't determine 
community. 

What differentiates many 
Christian universities - large or 
small - is intentional culture. 
Faculty mentoring systems. 
Cohort-based academic pro-
grams. Residence life structured 
around shared values. Leadership 
opportunities tied to service and 
formation. 

Even on a large campus, the 
ethos often encourages students 
not to disappear into the crowd. 

Students are known - not just 
processed. 

 Intellectual Seriousness 
Without Fragmentation 

Another concern families raise 
is academic rigor. Will students 
be competitive for graduate 
school? Medical school? Law? 
Engineering firms? 

Accredited Christian universi-
ties meet the same academic 
standards as their secular peers. 
Many faculty hold terminal 
degrees from major research 
institutions. Labs, internships, 
undergraduate research opportu-
nities and global study programs 
are common. 

The distinction is philosophi-
cal, not academic. 

Instead of treating worldview 
questions as irrelevant or purely 
private, Christian universities 
allow those questions to remain 
visible. Students explore econom-
ics, biology, literature or data sci-
ence while also asking larger 
questions about meaning, ethics 
and human dignity. It's not that 
other universities don't care 
about those things - many 
absolutely do. But here, the con-
versation isn't sidelined or treated 
as extracurricular. 

In a higher education land-
scape that can feel fragmented - 
where career training and moral 
reflection rarely intersect - that 

integration becomes a strength. 
 

Stability in a Volatile Era 
Higher education is under 

demographic pressure nation-
wide. Some institutions are clos-
ing. Others are restructuring at 
an alarming pace. 

Yet many Christian universi-
ties have demonstrated resilience 
in recent years. 

Clear identity tends to foster 
loyalty - among alumni, donors 
and prospective families. Schools 
that articulate who they are and 
what they believe often find stu-
dents who are actively seeking 
that clarity. 

Parents notice stability. 
Students do too. 

In uncertain times, coherence 
matters. Maybe more than we 
realized a decade ago. 

Community in a  
Large World  

Large public universities offer 
breadth and scale. They can also 
feel anonymous. 

Christian universities - even 
the larger ones - often build 
smaller communities within the 
larger institution: living-learning 
programs, ministry teams, aca-
demic cohorts, faculty advising 
groups. 

The spirit of the campus makes 
a difference. Shared values create 
common ground. Conversations 
about purpose, service and lead-
ership aren't peripheral - they're 
normal. 

That doesn't eliminate dis-
agreement. It doesn't prevent 
mistakes. But it does create an 
environment where moral and 
intellectual development move in 
the same direction. And that 
alignment, while imperfect, can 
steady students during years that 
are anything but simple. 

 
Prestige vs. Trajectory 

Rankings are one metric. 
Trajectory is another. 

Where do graduates land? 
How prepared are they? Do they 
know what they believe - and 
why? Can they articulate their 
values in a professional setting 
without apology or aggression? 

Christian universities increas-
ingly produce graduates in medi-
cine, law, criminal justice, tech-
nology, business, education and 
nonprofit leadership. Their alum-

ni networks are often mission-
driven and relationally strong, 
creating opportunities that 
extend beyond campus walls. 

Prestige opens doors. So does 
preparation. 

 When Everything Is 
Balanced 

No institution is flawless. 
Christian universities face finan-
cial pressures, cultural challenges 
and internal debates just like any 
other school. There are tradeoffs. 
There always are. 

But when families step back 
and weigh the full equation - 
cost, academic preparation, 
worldview coherence, leadership 
development, institutional stabili-
ty and long-term character for-
mation - Christian higher educa-
tion offers a distinctive value 
proposition. 

Not retreat from the world. 
Preparation for it. 
In a moment when higher edu-

cation feels uncertain to many 
families, Christian universities 
are not merely alternatives. For 
some students, they may be pre-
cisely what this cultural moment 
requires: places where intellect 
and conviction, ambition and 
integrity, preparation and pur-
pose grow together - not in ten-
sion, but in alignment. 

Choosing a college is never 
simple. But clarity helps. 

And clarity is something 
Christian universities are unique-
ly positioned to provide.

intense, formative years. Iron 
sharpens iron (Proverbs 27:17), 
and living in a Christ-centered 
community accelerates that 
sharpening. 

3. Space to Clarify Your 
Calling 

College is a season of discern-
ment. At a Christian institution, 
that discernment is framed theo-
logically. 

Ephesians 2:10 reminds us, 
“For we are God’s handiwork, 
created in Christ Jesus to do good 
works, which God prepared in 
advance for us to do.” That verse 
shows up in career centers and 
chapel talks for a reason. 
Students are encouraged to ask 
not only, “What am I good at?” 
but “Where is God leading?” 

Internships, mission trips, 
service projects and faculty men-
toring all contribute to that 
process. A nursing major might 
see her work as ministry to the 
vulnerable. An engineering stu-
dent may talk about stewarding 
creation. An aspiring journalist 
may feel called to pursue truth 
with integrity. 

You begin to see your gifts as 

entrusted to you for a purpose 
bigger than yourself. That 
reframing can change everything. 

4. Formation of Character, 
Not Just a Résumé 

Employers consistently say 
they’re looking for integrity, 
resilience and the ability to work 

well with others. Christian col-
leges intentionally cultivate those 
qualities. 

Galatians 5:22–23 describes 
the fruit of the Spirit: love, joy, 
peace, patience, kindness, good-
ness, faithfulness, gentleness and 
self-control. These aren’t abstract 
virtues on a wall. They’re dis-
cussed in leadership courses, 
modeled by staff and expected in 
student conduct. 

Mistakes still happen. 
Students fail tests. They argue. 
They make poor choices. But the 
response often includes restora-
tion, reflection and growth rather 
than simple punishment. 

When you graduate, you leave 
with more than a diploma. You 
carry habits of prayer, a deeper 
understanding of Scripture and a 
clearer sense of who you are in 
Christ. 

A Christian college isn’t the 
right choice for everyone. But for 
students who want their intellec-
tual growth and spiritual life to 
move in the same direction, it 
can be a powerful place. Four 
years go quickly. The formation 
that happens there lasts much 
longer.

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For Christian families considering 
private education, school choice pro-
grams in Missouri and Kansas could 
benefit you when paired with a local 
Christian school. 

In Missouri, that pathway primari-
ly runs through the MOScholars pro-
gram. Established in 2021, 
MOScholars allows individuals and 
businesses to receive state tax credits 
for donating to approved Educational 
Assistance Organizations (EAOs). 
Those EAOs then award scholarships 
to eligible students. 

Here’s what that means at the 
school level: a participating Christian 
school partners with an EAO. Families 
apply through the scholarship organi-
zation, not directly through the state. 
If approved, the scholarship funds are 

directed toward tuition at the 
Christian school. 

Most participating Christian 
schools must meet accreditation stan-
dards and basic financial accountabili-
ty requirements. Long-standing 
Christian schools typically already 
meet those benchmarks, which makes 
participation feasible without altering 
their religious mission or curriculum. 

The scholarship does not usually 
cover full tuition. Instead, it reduces 
the cost. A family paying $8,000 per 
year in tuition, for example, might see 
that obligation lowered significantly 
depending on eligibility and available 
funds. For many middle- and lower-
income households, that reduction 
moves private education from unreal-
istic to manageable. 

Kansas operates a narrower but 
similar structure through its Tax 
Credit for Low Income Students 
Scholarship Program. Donors receive 
state tax credits for contributing to 
scholarship granting organizations, 
which in turn award scholarships to 
qualifying students. 

To participate, a Christian school 
must be accredited and comply with 
health and safety standards. Eligible 
families — typically those from lower-
income households whose children 
previously attended public schools — 
apply through a scholarship organiza-
tion. Approved funds are then applied 
to tuition at the Christian school. 

In both states, the program func-
tions as a bridge. The Christian school 
maintains its faith-based instruction, 

daily prayer, and biblical worldview 
integration. The scholarship mecha-
nism simply assists with affordability. 

The financial dynamic is straight-
forward: these programs do not 
replace tuition, but they soften it. For 
Christian parents who value both aca-

demic rigor and spiritual formation, 
that financial support can make sus-
tained enrollment possible — not just 
for a year, but for the duration of a 
child’s education.

School Choice in Missouri & Kansas

K - 1 2  G U I D E

Most kids spend more waking 
hours at school than anywhere else 
besides home. That’s just reality. So it 
makes sense that parents in places like 
the Kansas City metro — from 
Overland Park to Lee’s Summit, from 
Liberty to Olathe — are taking a care-
ful look at where their children are sit-
ting every day. 

School shapes more than report 
cards. It shapes friendships. It shapes 
confidence. It shapes what a child 
believes about truth, right and wrong, 
even about God. 

That’s why more Christian parents 
are having honest conversations about 
education again. 

 
A Noticeable Shift Toward Private 
Christian Schools 

Across the country, private school 
enrollment has rebounded since the 
pandemic dip. Federal data released in 
2024 shows about 
4.7 million stu-
dents enrolled in 
private K–12 
schools nation-
wide — roughly 
one in ten 
American stu-
dents. Religious 
schools, including 
Christian schools, 
make up the 
largest portion of 
that number. 

Here in the 
Kansas City 
metro area, many 
campuses are see-
ing renewed 
interest. Some have waiting lists. 
Others have expanded classrooms or 
added staff. Families are asking ques-
tions they may not have asked five 
years ago. 

At the same time, homeschooling 

continues to grow. Recent estimates 
suggest between 3.5 and 4 million stu-
dents nationwide are now educated at 
home — nearly double pre-2020 levels. 
For many families, the shift wasn’t 
temporary. They found a rhythm and 
decided to stay with it. 

Parents are not just reacting. 
They’re thinking carefully about the 
kind of environment they want shap-
ing their children. 
What Makes Christian Education 
Different? 

Let’s keep this simple. 
A Christian school isn’t just a place 

where students take a Bible class once 
a day. At its best, it’s a place where 
faith shows up in ordinary moments. 

In a science class, a teacher might 
pause and say, “Look at the design in 
this.” Psalm 19:1 comes to mind: “The 
heavens declare the glory of God.” In 
history, students talk honestly about 

human failure and 
redemption. On 
the basketball 
court, they’re 
reminded that 
character matters 
more than tro-
phies. 

Luke 2:52 says 
Jesus grew “in wis-
dom and stature, 
and in favor with 
God and man.” 
That’s what many 
Christian schools 
aim for — growth 
in knowledge, yes, 
but also in maturi-
ty and faith. 

And here’s something parents qui-
etly admit: church is usually once or 
twice a week. School is five days a 
week. If God is only mentioned on 
Sunday, kids can start to assume He 
belongs only there. A Christian school 

reinforces what’s taught at home and 
church, not in a heavy-handed way, 
but in everyday conversation. 

 
What About Public Schools? 

It’s important to say this clearly: 
many strong believers come out of 
public schools. There are dedicated 
teachers in public districts across 
Kansas and Missouri who care deeply 
about their students. 

But public schools operate in a 
broad framework designed to serve 
families of every belief system. They 
can’t teach from a distinctly Christian 
foundation. That’s simply how they’re 
structured. 

Christian schools, on the other 
hand, don’t have to tiptoe around their 
faith. Teachers pray with students. 
They talk openly about Scripture. 
When questions about identity or 
morality come up, the Bible isn’t off-
limits. 

Research from Barna continues to 
show that many clergy believe schools 
significantly influence a child’s spiritu-
al direction. Whether parents agree or 

disagree with that assessment, it high-
lights something obvious: school is 
formative. It shapes hearts as well as 
minds. 

So the real question isn’t “Can my 
child survive in a public school?” 
Many do. The question is, “Where will 
my child be best supported in growing 
both academically and spiritually?” 

 
A Brief Word on Homeschooling 

Homeschooling deserves mention 
because it’s no longer rare. In fact, in 
many church communities around 
Kansas City, you’ll find thriving home-
school co-ops and hybrid programs. 

For some families, teaching at home 
allows them to weave Scripture natu-
rally into the day. Deuteronomy 6:6–7 
speaks of impressing God’s commands 
on our children as we sit at home and 
walk along the road. For homeschool 
parents, that verse feels very practical. 

Of course, homeschooling requires 
time, structure and sacrifice. It’s not a 
fit for everyone. But for families who 
feel called to it, it can be deeply 
rewarding. 

The Financial Reality 
Let’s be honest: private Christian 

education costs money. That’s usually 
the first hesitation parents voice. 

But many schools across the Kansas 
City area offer financial aid, scholar-
ships and payment plans. In some 
states, school-choice programs or edu-
cation savings accounts help offset 
tuition. Families often piece together 
solutions they didn’t initially see. 

Psalm 50 reminds us that God owns 
“the cattle on a thousand hills.” 
Parents sometimes share stories of 
unexpected bonuses, side jobs, or just 
creative budgeting that made it possi-
ble. Not easy — but possible. 

 
Salt and Light 

Some parents ask whether Christian 
students should remain in public 
schools to be “salt and light” 
(Matt.5:13–16). That’s a fair question. 

A strong Christian school isn’t 
meant to isolate students from the 
world. Ideally, it prepares them to 
engage it wisely. Students learn what 
they believe and why. They practice 
having respectful conversations. They 
wrestle with hard questions in a setting 
where Scripture is taken seriously. 

No environment guarantees out-
comes. Every child is different. Every 
family situation is different. 

But the decision matters. Where 
your child spends those 30-plus hours 
each week will influence the way he or 
she sees the world. 

So parents across Kansas City — 
and across the country — are pausing, 
praying and asking God for direction. 
As Romans 8:28 reminds us, He works 
in all things for the good of those who 
love Him. 

Choosing a school isn’t just about 
academics. It’s about who your child is 
becoming. And that’s worth careful 
thought.
